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M A K E  D U M P L I N G S
Ingredients

½ lb chicken or turkey 
2 scallions finely sliced 
1½ tsp soy sauce 
¼ tsp white pepper 
½ tsp sesame oil  (optional) 
1 egg, beaten
 Store bought square wonton
wrappers
Dipping sauce 

 
Directions

Mix the minced meat with scallions,
soy sauce, white pepper, sesame oil
and half of the beaten egg. Reserve
the rest of the egg for sealing the
dumplings
Arrange several wonton wrappers with
corners facing you
Place ½ tbs of meat mixture in the
center of each wrapper
Use a pastry brush or your fingers to
brush the edges with the beaten egg 
Fold the wrapper in half and form little
triangular parcels
Repeat until  meat mixture is used up
Cook dumplings in boiling water for 3
minutes
Serve warm with dipping sauce and
devour
